Course Description

This course introduces students to the essential technical and professional skills required in the field
of Information Technology (IT). Through hands-on projects and written assignments, students gain
an understanding of the operation of computers, computer networks, Internet fundamentals,
programming, and computer support. Students also learn about the social impact of technological
change and the ethical issues related to technology. Throughout the course, instructional activities
emphasize safety, professionalism, accountability, and efficiency for workers within the field of IT.

Course Objectives

By taking the combined sequence of Introduction to Information Technology A and B, you will meet the

following goals:

e Use software programs that are common in an IT workplace

e Explore IT career paths and assess your personal aptitudes

e Investigate the history and role of hardware and software in IT

e Learn and apply introductory programming skills to solve specific problems.

e Examine the legal, ethical, social, and technical issues surrounding networks and the
Internet
